Valentineôs Day to most is a holiday of love with giving 
of heart shaped cards and boxes of chocolates and 
other expressions of love and passion.  These tradi-
tions can be followed all the way back to Parlement of 
Foules (1382) by Geoffrey Chaucer, but even this pas-
sage is disputed.  Chaucer wrote:  

For this was on seynt Volantynys day  

Whan euery bryd comyth there to chese his make. 

By 1415 we have other examples of Valentineôs Day 

being used to exchange love notes and messages.  It is 

true that no link has been found before Chaucer be-

tween the Saints named Valentine and romantic love, 

so the question I pose: is this a return of older tradi-

tions over the Churches Saint Valentineôs feast day.  In 

Ancient Rome, Lupercalia, observed February 13 

through 15, was an archaic rite connected to fertility. 

The more general Festival of Juno Februa, meaning 

"Juno the purifier "or "the chaste Juno," was cele-

brated on February 13-14.  

It is a common opinion that the Christian church may 

have decided to celebrate Valentine's feast day in the 

middle of February in an effort to Christianize celebra-

tions of the pagan Lupercalia, and that a commemora-

tive feast was established in 496 by Pope Gelasius I 

who also abolished Lupercalia celebrations. 

In 1969 revision of the Roman Catholic Calendar of 

Saints, the feast day of Saint Valentine on February 14 

was removed as a Church Holiday.  Was that a victory 

for the pre-Church tradition that never faded away?
